Child and Family Law

The third edition provides a comprehensive narrative of the law and practice of child and family law in Ireland while also considering international and European Union law in an Irish context. This practitioner-led text tracks the rapid changes in Irish family law and the emergence of new assisted reproductive technologies, which challenge settled assumptions around parentage and biological relationships. The subject matter contained in the book provides an opportunity for examining the relationship that exists, or ought to exist, between child welfare and parental rights. It examines the rights and duties of parents and children in respect of each other. It considers how best to balance the welfare of children who may require care, with the right of children - and their families - to protection from unwarranted State intervention.

This greatly expanded edition of this major work provides a detailed account of recent developments in both child and family law. It considers the new constitutional provisions and several recent statutes as well as all the major judgments in the child and family law area. It also examines the updated District Court, Circuit Court and Superior Court Rules.
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
