Intended as a manual for those involved in enforcement of planning law. This books aims to provide simple understandable advice on the procedures to follow in enforcing planning law.  From the initial complaint and warning letter up to the removal of the unauthorised development. It focuses too on the evidence required to justify any action, and how to collect that evidence legally.  It does not engage in academic analysis of legally uncertain provisions, but instead focuses on the practicalities involved in taking valid actions, and collecting sufficient usable evidence to justify them.
