The Third Edition incorporates the amendments to the Land and Conveyancing Law Reform Act 2009 (2009 Act) brought in by the Land and Conveyancing Law Reform Acts of 2019 and 2021 and other related legislation. The 2021 Act introduced major changes to the law on prescriptive easements and profits à prendre, which came into effect in November 2021. The impact on the practice of property law of recent cases interpreting the Acts is also discussed.

Each provision of the legislation is set out and fully consolidated, followed by insightful commentary explaining the purpose and meaning of each provision. Updated introductory notes to each Part of the 2009 Act are also included.
