Also included to mark the anniversary, and to pay tribute to Professor Osborough, are his inaugural address from 1988, and a speech by Professor Norma Dawson on the occasion of his retirement from the Council of the Society in 2011. This unique collection offers a complete overview of Irish legal history scholarship from one of its leading exponents.
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
