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Irish criminal law is predominantly statute based. Searching for an exact definition, a particular source or a point of law can be time consuming, even when using the extensive electronic resources available. 

The Irish criminal law code contains hundreds of definitions, some of which are particular to a section of an Act and some which are particular to the whole Act. The definitions are not always generic so a definition in one Act may not be applicable in another. Criminal Definitions is designed as a tool to provide the legal practitioner with instant access to those difficult to find criminal law definitions. This book is set out in a clear and user friendly style which will make access to and sourcing definitions in the criminal code easy and efficient.
